SYNOPSIS

The Simon & Garfunkel Story chronicles the amazing journey shared by the folk-rock
duo, Paul Simon and Art Garfunkel. It tells the story from their humble beginnings as Tom

Nashville and has received critical acclaim for
their innovative approach to songwriting and
string-band arrangements.

BEN COOLEY (Art Gar-
funkel) Benjamin Cooley
is an actor based in NYC.
Born and raised in Queens,
